How are children assessed?

» Children will be given a raw
score, a scaled score and
confirmation of whether or no
they have achieved the Nationa
Average.

» 100 scaled score = Expected

» 110 scaled score = Gye

»Reading

»Maths

» Arithmetic

»Reasoning 1

»Reasoning 2




KS2 English - GPS.

» Design of the test:

-1 short answer paper with questions, 50 mark
available.

» Spelling will be tested by asking pupils to comple
sentences with a word missing.
